7. ARRIVAL - TRAVELLING & PARKING 
 

The Legends Race starts in Gossau ZH - around 22 kilometres from Zurich.  

Please allow enough time for your journey.  

 We recommend travelling by bike or public transport.  

 

The route from Zurich by bike is ideal for warming up before your time trial. Please note that 

the actual race course will be closed from 6.00 am and that you are not allowed to cycle 

against the direction of the race. 
 

! We recommend the following (cycle) route from Zurich to the start in Gossau:

If you are travelling by public transport, Wetzikon railway station is the closest station to 

the start in Gossau. From there it is just under 5 kilometres to the start in Gossau.  

 

Your start ticket includes a ZVV ticket including bike for all zones on 29 September! When 

checking your public transport ticket, show your registration confirmation from Ticketmaster 

to the public transport staff.  

 

If you are travelling by car, parking spaces are available at the ice rink in Wetzikon. There 

will be no changing rooms there. From there it is 5 km to the start in Gossau. No parking fees 

will be charged. Please note that parking spaces are extremely limited.

11. LUGGAGE, WHEELCHAIR AND PROSTHESIS TRANSPORT 
 

Luggage, wheelchair and prosthesis transport from the start to the finish is available to all 

registered riders on the day of the event. 

This service is free of charge. For security reasons, random baggage checks may be carried 

out. Please do not leave any valuables in your bag. Suitcases and large bags will not be 

accepted.  

Detailed information on the drop-off and pick-up points can be found on the event schedule. 

 

Your race number contains a voucher for a baggage, wheelchair and prosthesis drop-off. You 

can hand them in at the start in Gossau (where Laufenbachstrasse and Oelestrasse meet):

With the dispatch of your start number you will receive a sticker and a voucher for your drop-

off.

12. Authorised bicycles 
 

Only racing bikes and time trial bikes are permitted for the Legends Race. Handlebar 

attachments (e.g. time trial, triathlon or aero handlebars) are permitted.  

 

! WATCH OUT FOR THE RISK OF BIKE THEFT! 

Never leave your bike unattended and unlocked. You can park it securely in the 

guarded ABUS bike car parks on Münsterhof, Limmatquai or General Guisan Quai. 

There are 100 bike spaces per car park. Supervision times are half an hour before 

and after the opening times of the fan zones. 

 

13. GIFT 
 

Your start number contains a voucher for a jersey. You will receive the jersey at the finish at 

Secheläutenplatz so that you do not have to carry it with you from the start in Gossau to the 

finish at Sechseläutenplatz.  

 

14. RANKING LISTS 
 

There will be the following categories:  

• Para athletes 

• Women  

• Men  

 

The first 3 in each category are asked to go to the entrance of the Sechseläutenplatz (meeting 

point at the Sechseläutenplatz sales stand) 15 minutes after the last participant crosses the 

finish line for a souvenir photo on the podium. The lucky ones will be notified by text message 

via Datasport immediately after the last participant crosses the finish line.  

 

15. RESULTS 
 

Timing and results are determined by electronic timing with a timing chip in your race number.  

Please do not remove or damage the timing chip. If it is damaged, you may not receive a 

finishing time (and will therefore be marked as DNF in the results).
